Cancellation by the customer. In the event of 

cancellation, notice must be received prior to 7 days of 

the session/course start date. A cancellation fee of £20 

will be charged. There will be no refund for cancellations 

within 7 days, or if you do not arrive for the course. If 

you have to postpone a course, we will try to arrange a 

mutually convenient alternative date but reserve the 

right to charge a fee. 

Cancellation by the Polkerris Beach Company. We 

reserve the right to cancel or postpone courses in the 

event of extreme conditions or other factors beyond our 

control.

Conditions of participation. Participants must be able to 

swim 40m and be confident in the water. Any medical 

condition that may affect participation must be notified 

prior to the start of the course, using the space provided 

above. Note that we may decline to award a certificate 

for a course, but will always give a reason and an action 

plan.
